Did I hear it?


Did you hear an explanation about the objective and information on how 


Accomplish the objective.

Do I understand it?

Did the explanation about the objective make sense?  Do you have any remaining questions concerning the objective?

Could I use it?

Can you take the information given to you from the explanation and apply it to doing problems?  Do you constantly need to look in your notes or go over example problems to answer questions from your assignment? (If so, you probably haven’t completely reached this level of competency).

Could I explain it?

If a classmate is having difficulty on problems relating to the objective, can you show him/her how to do the problems (not give the answer, but explain how the answer is obtained)?  Do people come to you when they are having difficulty with Geometry?  In your groups, do your members look at you as an authority when it comes to answers?

Could I teach it?

Teaching it is very similar to explaining it.  The difference is in the terminology and the level of explanation.  Can you explain how to do the objectives using the correct mathematical terminology?  Do you go beyond the obvious/basic information and include additional information that will enhance the overall understanding?  Would you be comfortable presenting the lesson in front of class to your peers and be confident that they could do the assignment with little difficulty after your lesson?

Could I grade or evaluate it?

Can you look at a classmates problem/assignment and determine what is wrong, why it is wrong, how it was done wrong and offer a solution as to how to correct it?
